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1 Scope of the event

87th IETF-ecrit working group meeting, covers standardisation for emergency context resolution with internet technologies. IP based eCall related work is discussed in this IETF WG.
2 Participants

Around 45 international participants from different regions of the world including manufacturers (Qualcomm, Nokia Siemens Networks, Cisco, Ericsson, Blackberry, etc…), operators (Deutsche Telecom, AT&T,..), and universities among others were present. 
3 In-kind contribution

28 signatures obtained. 
4 Outstanding presentations

This was the first time that STF456 was represented in IETF-ecrit.
5 Presentations/interventions from the STF

On behalf of the STF456, a set of slides were presented on the migration of eCall.

In addition, other presentations on eCall were provided and presented; one from Qualcomm on the difference of ACN and eCall thus a proposal for a way forward, and one from Deutsche Telecom on the use of URNs for emergency service categories where the STF representative in the meeting (Ban Al-Bakri) provided comments and opinions on both presentations. 
In addition, several valuable offline discussions between the STF and interested stakeholders took place on the 28th and 29th of July.
6 Stakeholders reaction/comments
The STF456 presented its slides clarifying what is eCall and how it works and requesting IETF to consider the issues in their domain. 
Interest from the audience, where several actively participated in providing views and comments. Also additional presentations on eCall were provided reflecting that the audience are involved in the work and aiming to participate in its progress. 
Interested stakeholders are willing to further work with the STF to help progressing the related work.

7 Knowledge acquired / guidance received for the STF work

Based on the discussion during the ecrit-87 session and the additional offline discussions, the following wishes or concerns expressed by different stakeholders:
-The existing IETF draft draft-rosen-ecrit-ecall-10 will be made informational and will cover high level definition on ACN. It will be renamed to remove eCall. 
- A second draft to lead to an IETF standards shall be started. Since this will carry some legal and regulatory requirements it will need to go through a related IETF procedure “re-chartered”.
- The routing should not be made on the URNs, however respecting the manual and automatic factors are to be maintained in the routing solution for eCall flag.

- The use of emergency categories, presented by DT, did not receive support and it is still open for discussion on how to handle this requirement, especially in 3GPP.
- The use of MSD as a data block coded in ASN.1 will be respected in the design.

- Consideration that the SIP header will carry location information based on MNO provided information.
- Future extensions are to be taken into consideration, including the possibility to carry MSD in XML as well, also to carry any further facilitate to any additional data that might deem required for eCall in the future.
8 STF results dissemination / recognition
The participants, many of whom represent operators, manufacturers, and others are now aware of eCall and the EU requirements, also the existence and work of the STF456.
9 Impact of the participation on the STF
eCall stakeholders have received information about the work of STF456 and the possibilities for deployment of eCall in 4G networks as well as the legal and regulatory requirements that need to be respected in designing solutions for eCall. They now have contact names and email addresses for follow up discussions on eCall migration and eCall deployment options in 4G networks.
10 Conclusion

The presentation was successful in disseminating information on eCall project and the STF 456 work, and in providing the audience clear requirements for eCall. Future work will continue and the STF will participate and continue to work with the IETF-ecrit WG members to progress and achieve the basis of the IP protocols for IP based eCall that will be used and referred to in ETSI specifications as a legal standards for eCall.
