1 Scope of the event

27th EMTEL meeting. Standards for citizen to authority (including eCall), authority to authority, and  authority to citizen emergency communications.
2 Participants

Administrations (Sweden, Norway, Finland, Germany, Hungary, UK), manufacturers (Qualcomm, Blackberry, One2many, Omnitor), operators (Vodafone, BT, Orange).

4 Outstanding presentations

This was the first time that STF456 was represented in EMTEL.
5 Presentations/interventions from the STF

eCall STF457 v008.ppt was presented to the meeting. The slides were made available to the participants as EMTEL(13)000046.
6 Stakeholders reaction/comments
Discussion on how eCall service can be guaranteed if vehicles are equipped with 2G/4G but only 4G coverage is available. A vehicle can last for 20 years.
Discussion on personal eCall, which will allow medical data to be sent to the PSAP (no privacy issues), when a person suffers a dangerous medical event.

Discussion on reduction of false eCalls. EMTEL may start a work item on guidelines for design to reduce false/accidental calls, which could be extended to eCall.
7 Knowledge acquired / guidance received for the STF work

EMTEL did not wish to change the direction of STF456 work.
8 STF results dissemination / recognition
The participants, many of whom represent national authorities, are now aware of the existence and work of STF456.
9 Impact of the participation on the STF
11 eCall stakeholders have received information about the work of STF456 and the possibilities for deployment of eCall in 4G networks. They now have contact names and email addresses for follow up discussions on eCall migration and eCall deployment options in 4G networks.
10 Conclusion

The presentation was successful in disseminating early results of STF399 and building alliances with key stakeholders, particularly national administrations.
