MSG(13)033003 Early draft deliverable containing a proposed change request to 3GPP SA1 on how eCall requirements will be made applicable to LTE (4G). Revised during the meeting and approved as MSG(13)033003r1.
6 Stakeholders reaction/comments
Agreement that intervention in 3GPP and IETF ECRIT is required. Agreement of the way forward and timescales. Liaison statement written to 3GPP SA1 during the meeting and approved to be sent.
7 Knowledge acquired / guidance received for the STF work

Specification of eCall solution for LTE (4G) in Release-12 is desirable. However, the start of STF456 was delayed and now Release-12 is closed for new features. 
8 STF results dissemination / recognition
Existing eCall requirements in 3GPP must be extended to LTE (4G). In-band modem and packet solutions will be studied.
9 Impact of the participation on the STF
STF456 will continue to execute the project plan as agreed by MSG#33.
