MSG(13)033007 Proposed changes to draft TR 103 140 v0.6.2. Various proposals, notable that encryption is never required because there are no privacy requirements for eCall. Revised during the meeting and approved as MSG(13)038024.
6 Stakeholders reaction/comments
V0.6.2 was reviewed and some further comments from STF456 and Ericsson were discussed. 
7 Knowledge acquired / guidance received for the STF work

There was discussion about privacy and its impact on the chosen solution. Privacy during transmission is not actually a requirement in eCall, although there may be some contraints about storing the MSD afterwards. Some new scenarios about protocol converter were discussed but resulted in just an open note being added. 
8 STF results dissemination / recognition
The TR 103 140 has been disseminated to a large number of organisations.
