1	REASON FOR PROPOSING A SPECIALIST TASK FORCE


EN 300 172 specifies the Layer 3 Protocol for the Basic Call between exchanges of a Private Integrated Services Network (QSIG�BC). The core functionality of QSIG�BC is considered central for networking in a Corporate Network.


The ATS for ETS 300 172 (1995) has already been written in TTCN and the Protocol Implementation Extra Information for Testing (PIXIT) Proforma has also been developed. The results are contained in ETS 300 805. This ETS needs to be revised due to the fact that ETS 300 172 (1995) has been updated in 1997.


There is neither the time or manpower within TC/STC sessions to perform this task.


2	CONSEQUENCES IF NOT AGREED


The original ATS and PIXIT were developed as a consequence of BC-IT-74 to –77 to promote and verify multi-vendor interoperability in Corporate Networks. If the test suite is not updated to align with the current version of the protocol it will not be possible to continue to verify interoperability of new implementations.
