
Terms of Reference for Specialist Task Force STF 227
(EC ECMA TC32) on
Provision of ENs endorsing QSIG (PSS1) International Standards.

Reasons for proposing the Specialist Task Force (STF)

The QSIG International Standards related to supplementary services use ASN.1 as specified in ITU-T Recommendations X.208/X.209. In the meantime the ITU-T Recommendations X.208/X.209 were superseded by the X.680 and X.690 series of ITU-T Recommendations and ITU-T plans to withdraw Recommendations X.208/X.209.

Thus, ECMA TC32-TG14 updated all affected stage 3 QSIG standards related to supplementary services and issued new editions. These new editions were fast-tracked to ISO. After the fast-track procedure at ISO/IEC has ended (expected in September 2002), new International Standards will be published and must be endorsed as ENs. In addition, a number of stage 1&2 standards must be endorsed as well. Some of these endorsing ENs are new and some are revisions of existing ENs.

This requested STF is related to STF 173, which was placed on hold because of concerns about the copyright situation. The final resolution of the copyright situation –​ brought about by the free publication of ISO/IEC standards and the ability to revert to endorsing ENs – meant that the original terms of reference of STF 173 were no longer valid and therefore it had to be closed. The provision of the endorsing ENs is the goal for this new STF.

The need for this maintenance work results from a mandate from the European Commission (BC-T-326), which was the justification for having ENs at all. Despite the fact that the mandate is already closed, it is still in ETSI's interest to ensure that its publications are up-to-date and reference the latest versions of international standards, where applicable.

The consistency between all the deliverables is of prime importance, and this can be achieved more effectively with a small (1 person) STF than be

sharing the work within the TB.
2
Consequences if not agreed:

If the work proposed for this STF is not carried out, all ENs regarding QSIG will be out of date. This will lead to confusion and the mandate will not be achieved.
