1.	Reasons for Proposing a STF


Growing awareness of the multi-service capabilities of DECT led to the creation by RES-03 in mid 1993 of a working party (RES-03/Data) tasked with defining open, interoperability profiles for advanced non-voices services. The objectives of this work are to provide European industry with a set of standards which will facilitate and accelerate the growth of multi-media wireless networks, both private and public.


The first of these standards, prETS 300-435, is now on public enquiry, and will be followed by five others during 1995.  RES-03 places a high priority upon the creation of companion test specifications to these Profile stan�dards.  It is intended that such test specifications should be based as far as possible upon the Test Case Library now under development by PT63V.


Nonetheless, a significant task of specialist work exists, to integrate the TCL tests with special tests required by profile-specific protocol elements, and with the tests required to prove the interworking procedures.


Such a set of test suites for the Data Profiles will serve to ensure that the products of European industry are interoperable and open, thereby stimulating an open and unfragmented market for these advanced multi-media systems and products.


2.	Consequences if not agreed


The test specifications for DAP will be limited and delayed, and satisfactory and timely conformance testing of DECT telematic products will not be possible.  This will cause:


•	Proliferation of proprietary, non-standard, non-interoperable systems offering such services, with a consequent fragmentation of the market,


•	discouragement of the entry into the market by advanced technology SMEs specialising in data terminals, without the market power to provide complete systems,


•	erosion of the credibility of DECT as an open standard for a wide range of cordless solutions,


•	erosion of the European lead in this area, and loss of the initiative to other regions
