Terms of Reference for Specialist Task Force 116 (STC/SPS3) on�Conformance test Specifications TSS/TP/ATS /PIXIT for VB5.1�[TA25(96)28]


This information is included in order to consider the creation of a Specialist Task Force in order to perform Conformance Test Specifications (Test Suite Structure/Test Purposes/Abstract Test Suites/Test Cases in TTCN and Partial PIXIT Proforma) for VB5.1 protocol specifications.  The manpower requested should be allocated to generate draft ETSs as given in the ETSI Work Items DEN/SPS-03046-3 and DEN/SPS-03046-4 on V interfaces at the VB5.1 reference point.  It is assumed that the generation of the Test Purposes and Test Cases will be based on validated and simulated SDL models which are generated in STC SPS3 on a voluntary basis since the SDL diagrams for VB5.1 are normative.


1	Reasons for Proposing a Specialist Task Force


ETSI SPS3 will finish in 1996 the specifications for VB5.1 reference point based on the following ETSI Work Items DEN/SPS-03046-1 and DEN/SPS-03046-2.


As there is no additional time and resources available within the STC  to provide the ATS specifications for the VB5.1 a Specialist Task Force is required to perform this work within a limited time frame.  The profile test methodology and ATS reusability shall be used for the test specification.  STC SPS3 also recognises the advantages offered by ETSI to obtain assistance of the expertise build up in Permanent Expert Team and to have access to the available TTCN tools.  It should be noted that this output will form the basis for future work in V interface for the support of broadband or combined narrowband and broadband Access Networks such as VB5.2.  It is estimated that 15 Man-Months is required to perform this task.  The scope should be extended in 1998 to cover the additional interfaces such as VB5.2.


2	Consequence If Not Agreed


Many European Telecom manufacturers are working on VB5 products aimed at  deploying access network configurations which support flexible (provisioned) VPC and VCC allocation with and  without concentration capability at VC level within the telecommunication networks.  The test specification for VB5 reference points covering the physical, procedural and protocol requirements between a broadband or combined narrowband & broadband access network and a service node is an extremely important tool to ensure a certain degree of interworking between network operators in a multi-vendors environment.  If no test specification is available ,deployment of access network equipment for interworking may not be possible.
