However, where this correspondence is expressed in too general terms, it could lead to a situation where the Commission cannot assess whether the Harmonised Standard satisfies the requirements, which it aims to cover, and subsequently publication of its references in the OJEU according to Article 10(6) of the Regulation is significantly delayed or is not possible at all.
