5 Presentations/interventions from the STF

Liaison statement ETSI MSG(13)033017r1 was presented on behalf of ETSI MSG. The intention was to make existing eCall requirements applicable to IMS so that eCall can be deployed on 4G networks.

6 Stakeholders reaction/comments
A work item, which is required for administrative reasons to support the proposed change request from ETSI MSG, was proposed by Qualcomm and co-signed by BMWi, Deutsche Telekom, and Telecom Austria. It is S1-133201. Verbal support was given by KPN.
The following companies wanted to have a study phase in SA1 before the work item - Vodafone, Telecom Italia, Renesas and Hauwei. They also see no urgency to start the work item now because Release-13 has just started and will last for several meeting cycles. 
The outcome was that SA1 requests recommendations of MSG and STF456. 

The deadline for Release 12 new features was unfortunately the February SA1 meeting, so eCall for IMS can only be introduced into Release-13 which will last for several meeting cycles and is currently seen as not urgent. 
7 Knowledge acquired / guidance received for the STF work

SA1 agreed a reply liaison to MSG in S1-133256. It asks MSG to provide conclusions and recommendations to SA1 when its work on migration of eCall Transport is stable.
8 STF results dissemination / recognition
There were approximately 90 participants, which is fewer than usual because Chinese delegates did not get visas for India. 18 participants (including the meeting secretary) signed the in-kind sheet.
9 Impact of the participation on the STF
The outcome was around the level of expectation because the Release-12 deadline had been missed and Release-13 is not urgent. 
It was requested that in future the STF does not draft SA1 change requests. Instead, the STF should identify changes on the transposed ETSI TSs. 
10 Conclusion

The outcome was successful in that around 90 people are now aware of the work of STF456, and SA1 is expecting recommendations from MSG. 
STF456 Task 2 will proceed identifying how stage 2/3 specifications need to be modified to make eCall on IMS possible. 
It is likely that the 3GPP activity will go beyond the lifetime of STF456. STF456 will do the groundwork and prepare everything for the stakeholders to use.
