1.  Reasons for proposing a PT

	ETS 300 243 part 1 and part 2, ETS 300 325, draft of PT27V (DE/TE 02 025 ver.2.0.) specify the Architecture and Programming Communication Interfaces (PCIs) Requirements for Applications allowing access to a large scheme of Telecommunications Services (Fax, E-Mail, Directory over ISDN, X.213, PSDN, PSTN).

	On the meantime Multimedia Applications emerge on the market place (ESPRIT Project OSMOSE ...).

	A Project Team is required to define how to use and to extend existing PCIs for covering the Multimedia aspects.

If the existing standardized PCIs do not take into account the Multimedia particularities:

-	PCIs and Multimedia Applications will be hindered in their distribution;

-	The traffic over European telecommunications networks would be restricted.

	Note: this phase is urgent and should start as soon as possible.

-	Phase 2: defining a lower layer PCI based on ETS 300 325 and extended to cover the 	appropriate networks.

-	Phase 3: extension of ETS 300 243 to cover real-time aspects needed for Multimedia 	Applications.

	Note: the above mentioned developments should adopt the principles established by PT27V.
