1	REASON FOR A PROPOSING A PROJECT TEAM


	PT61 will produce a set of Profiles specifying ODA communication services.  These services will be based on ODA documents and related communication protocols, like DTAM (Document Transfer and Manipulation) and DFR (Document Filing and Retrieval).


	The services being defined in PT61 are classified as Basic and Complex services.  Complex services will be specified based on basic ones.  Basic services can be implemented standalone or will be used to specify complex services.


	PT61 will specify the basic services, and will establish the methodology for specifying complex ones.  However the available manpower will not allow the specification of all the defined complex services.


	Then this new PT will be in charge of specifying the defined complex services, and of defining new ones, if needed.  Furthermore, Conformance issues, as expected when defining PT61, have to be added to the ETS Part 1 to be produced in PT61.


2	CONSEQUENCES IF NOT AGREED


	Although Profiles specified in PT61 will help implementation of document communication services, the lack of standardisation of complex services will imply a delay in their implementation.  Proprietary solutions available now, that will prevent Open Document Communication.
