1	REASON FOR PROPOSING A PROJECT TEAM

	Following the preperation of five TBRs for earth stations (TBR 26, 27, 28, 29, 30) ACTE has approved two new scope statements, one for a TBR for C-band VSATs and one for a TBR for mobile earth stations for voice and/or data communications. It is necessary to write the Technical Bases for Regulation (TBRs) in a timely manner in order to achieve the pan-European availability of such equipment.



2	CONSEQUENCE IF NOT AGREED

	If the TBRs are not defined and developed in the proposed time schedule, national authorities may establish individual procedures for regulation thus hindering the free trade of such equipment within the European economical area.

-	has a diameter of 7,3 m or less;



-	is not intended for use as part of the public telecommunications network.
