1.	Reasons for proposing the STF:


	To produce a TBR for TETRA Emergency services in accordance with Directive 91/263/EEC under mandate BC-T-314.


2.	Consequences if not agreed:


	To allow the market entrance of TETRA terminal equipment, intended for Police and Emergency services operating within European harmonised frequency bands in the range 380-383 MHz and 390-393 MHz, a base for certification is required which allows interconnection to other networks.


	A non-agreement would limit the ability of free movement of these TETRA terminals and limit the right of TETRA networks to connect to any other network.

3.9.	Scope of the terms of reference and relevant Work Items:


	TETRA terminal equipment consists of several elements. The TBR shall be structured to allow testing and approval of the individual elements as separate items. Because of the need for effective use of the radio frequency spectrum, the essential air interface characteristics shall be tested. For each essential requirement, a test should be given including measurement methods.


	Requirements shall be applicable to the public network interface and the RF air interface of the equipment. Both interfaces may be stimulated to perform the tests by additional equipment.


	In collaboration with TRAC correspondent, consideration shall be given to which of the article 4 paragraphs are appropriate for Emergency access.


	The TBR shall be based on the radio and protocol provisions of ETS 300 394. There shall be no EMC requirements in terms of the Terminal Directive 91/263/EEC article 4c.
