1	Reasons for proposing the PT


Preliminary conclusions of the Steering Committee of PT 71V (BC-T-323: ETR as a survey on the need for standard(s) for aeronautical mobile earth stations):


Aeronautical Mobile Satellite Service/ Mobile Satellite Service  - AMSS/MSS:


·	There is a need for technical requirements in European Telecommunication Standards which cover aircraft earth stations operating in the bands allocated to the AMSS, or the MSS, which are intended for use in aircraft. To ensure the safety aspects and the compatibility with other radio and electronic systems on the aircraft, the preparation of the documents must be undertaken in collaboration with the Joint Aviation Authorities, supported as necessary by other interested organisations, e.g. EUROCAE.


Aeronautical Mobile Satellite on�Route Service  - AMS(R)S (preliminary): 


·	The specifications for AMS(R)S available from aviation sources, presently in the public domain, do not presently cover, to the same extent, those parameters regarding the efficient spectrum use, as required by the EC-Directives on Terminal Equipment and Satellite Earth Stations, such as contained in existing ETSs for Land and Maritime Mobile Earth Stations. The decision on whether an ETS for Aeronautical Earth Stations (AES) is necessary is dependant on the policy and interpretation in Council Regulation No 3922/91. It is recommended, therefore, that ETSI should review the issue with the Joint Aviation Authorities, and other concerned parties, to establish, how appropriate measures regarding the efficient use of the frequency spectrum should be provided for, before a final decision on the requirement for an ETS is taken. This collaborating process is considered to be a necessity of this question.
