TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR STF 149 (Phase 3) 
SUPPORTING THE PRODUCTION OF HARMONISED STANDARDS UNDER THE 
R&TTE DIRECTIVE (1999/5/EC)

1
Reasons for proposing a Specialist Task Force

The object of this proposal is to extend the life of Specialist Task Force (STF) 149 to support the preparation and production of Harmonised Standards in response to Commission mandate M/284. The effective implementation of this new piece of European legislation (the Radio equipment and Telecommunications Terminal Equipment (R&TTE) Directive (1999/5/EC)) requires Harmonised Standards be prepared as it is the preferred route to the market.

Directive 1999/5/EC places a significant burden and responsibility on the European Standardization Bodies for the rapid preparation and production of European Standards (ENs) to be used as Harmonised Standards for listing in the Official Journal of the European Communities (OJEC). The Harmonised Standards provide manufacturers/importers with a route to compliance (and hence market access) with the essential requirements of the Directive. Compliance with a Harmonised Standard offers a presumption of conformity with the essential requirements of the Directive.

The Directive was required to be transposed by Member States by the 7th April 2000 with a requirement for Harmonised Standards to meet the Directive as early as possible. There is a transitional period so that Member States do not impede the placing on the market and putting into service of apparatus, which is in accordance with the provisions of Directive 98/13/EC or rules in force in their territory and was placed on the market for the first time before this Directive entered into force. Directive 98/13/EC was repealed as of the 8th April 2000 and the transition period ends on 7th April 2001.

Although not the only route to compliance with the essential requirements of the R&TTE Directive, the Harmonised Standards produced by ETSI will significantly aid market access. It is thus important that these Harmonised Standards are made available in as timely a manner as possible to assist in the effective implementation of this New Approach Directive. The urgency is one of the principle reasons behind the continuing requirement for STF149 in ETSI. It is also to be recognised that there is a lack of familiarity with the new Directive amongst the technical experts within the respective ETSI Technical Bodies and hence there is a need for some specialist support.

In responding to the Commission mandate in support of the R&TTE Directive, ETSI has also taken the opportunity to review and consolidate some earlier ETSI standards that have been used as the basis for National type approval regimes. During the first phase of STF 149, a recommended proforma was developed which provides the opportunity to maintain a common format for Harmonised Standards prepared under the R&TTE Directive and thus gives a high level of consistency as a result.

Consequences if not agreed
Should this work not receive support then the goal of making the required Harmonised Standards available as early as possible will be under threat. Any further delay in generating the Harmonised Standards and their consequential referencing in the Official Journal of the European Communities (to provide for the presumption of conformity) will require that the industry use alternative and more costly routes to compliance without the added value of the presumption of conformity.

Resources required

3.6.1
Necessary manpower

See the detailed work programme (as attached in Annex 1). The overall resource required is estimated at 6 man-months for Phase 3.

In general terms the STF will provide support to the respective Technical Bodies and participate in their meetings when requested to do so. In some cases, the STF will assist by preparing the draft standards for approval by the respective Technical Bodies. This has been agreed in a number of cases, especially for ETSI ERM who currently have work items in their work programme. However, the STF will also provide guidance and information to those Technical Bodies who have chosen to undertake their own drafting but wish to receive confirmation that the drafting is in line with the requirements of the ETSI Guide, EG 201 399, and the above proforma, ETSI Special Report SR 001 470.

Estimated costs, additional to the manpower

6 kEURO is predicted for travelling costs to participate in Technical Body and Working Group meetings. 

3.6.3
Qualifications required, mix of skills

The STF will comprise experts with the following expertise, shared between them:

· knowledge of all types of solution in telecommunications;

· knowledge of the R&TTE Directive (99/5/EC) and its implication on standards;

· knowledge of other European Directives (98/13/EC, LVD, EMC);

· knowledge of radio equipment (especially radio frequency aspects) and telecommunications terminal equipment;

· knowledge of work in the various ETSI groups;

· knowledge of the ETSI standardization procedures and the role of the STF;

· knowledge of EMC aspects of standards.

3.7
Context of the Study
Applicable to a number of the tasks in the detailed work programme (see Annex 1), requiring the STF to assist in the development of Harmonised Standards under the R&TTE Directive.

3.8
Related activity in other bodies and necessary co-ordination of schedules

The OCG R&TTE Steering Committee (an ad hoc group of the ETSI OCG) will continue to manage the STF. This Steering Committee will monitor the work programme for the STF in sufficient detail to justify and recruit the required experts and identify the skills and resources needed to support the work programme. It will control the work of the STF by determining how the resources are to be best used and to allocate priorities. It will also act as a mechanism to allow an effective liaison between the STF and the Technical Bodies receiving support. Membership of this Steering Committee is at the discretion of the ETSI Technical Bodies but, in the interests of efficiency, it is recommended that there should be a maximum of three representatives from each relevant Technical Body. The EC and EFTA are welcome to continue to participate when possible as ETSI Counsellors.

3.9
Scope of the Terms of Reference
It is proposed to extend the life of the existing STF in order to provide continued support to the ETSI Technical Bodies that are required to prepare Harmonised Standards under mandate M/284 for the R&TTE Directive (1999/5/EC). This work will form phase 3 of the activities with the resulting ENs being produced in accordance with the schedules provided in the work programme attached as Annex 1.

The scope of the Directive provides for telecommunications terminal equipment and all radio equipment in both harmonised and non-harmonised frequency bands. The Directive replaces the EMC Directive (89/336/EEC) and the Low Voltage Directive (73/23/EEC) (but also provides for their use as an alternative) and details the essential requirements in Articles:

Expected output
The output will be a series of ENs, offered to the Commission Services as Harmonised Standards under the R&TTE Directive.

The role of the STF is to support the respective technical bodies in the preparation of these Harmonised Standards. The candidate documents will be offered to the European Commission via the OCG R&TTE Steering Committee.

Identified Work Programme

1
Introduction
The work programme has been defined as a series of tasks which link into the overall ETSI work programme, which combines the activities of the respective technical bodies and that of the supporting STF.

The individual tasks are time/resource limited, as defined, but it is expected that the experts will review and update them in conjunction with the OCG R&TTE Steering Committee and the relevant technical bodies.

It should be noted that this work programme is a living document that is open to addition, deletion and amendment. The information provided will be made constantly available on the ETSI Web site (http://www.etsi.org/erm/RTTEstatus.pdf) as well as to the meetings of the Member State Committee established under the new Directive (TCAM).

Commission Decisions were agreed at the 5th meeting of TCAM (awaiting OJEC publication) on the need to apply 3.3e requirements in a number of specific cases. The task to produce Harmonised Standards under article 3.3e of the Directive had not been foreseen in the Terms of Reference for Phase 2 of this STF and the work to be performed will result in further Harmonised Standards than those previously stated. In particular, this has been agreed for marine equipment (non-SOLAS) and inland waterway access emergency services. As a result, ETSI ERM (RP01) urgently needs to produce standards covering 3.3e essential requirements as Harmonised Standards under 99/5/EC and have requested active STF support.

2
Work Programme
Six man-months of resource have been identified as being required to perform the tasks involved under this Order Voucher, it is scheduled to commence this STF Phase 3 in September 2000 and to complete the tasks described by the end of December 2000

2.1
Task P: Analysis of draft Harmonised Standards

The STF members will provide support, on request, to all ETSI Technical Bodies (TBs) to assist in the assessment of draft Harmonized Standards prepared by the TB or for them via the STF. The drafts will be checked for compatibility with the ETSI Guide and the proforma. The STF shall, on request, provide guidance/information on the essential requirements of the Directive (without neglecting the prime role of TCAM in this matter). It is estimated that this task will require a further 0,5 man-months of STF resource.

2.2
Task Q: Conversion of existing radio product standards

A further task will involve the conversion of existing radio product standards into Harmonized Standards. As the Harmonised Standards to be produced are to be multipart standards, the resource requested here is for new work (e.g. those for the 3.3e requirements and for work not previously started and for which no resource remains) The STF will, on request, assist the relevant TBs and their Working Groups (WGs) in this conversion process by preparing the draft ENs using the prescribed proforma. This work will be performed under a manpower of 2 man-months up to the end of December 2000. The base standards currently involved are as given below:

2.3
Task R: Assistance to JTC Broadcast

ETSI JTC Broadcast and TC/ERM-TF17 will require assistance from the STF. TG 17 will be responsible for the production of the ETSI Harmonised Standards covering article 3.2 requirements for broadcast transmitters, sound and vision at VHF and UHF, using analogue and digital modulation. The STF will assist in the drafting. This task is estimated to require 0,25-months of the resource. The STF will make use of the studies performed under phases 1 and 2 to assist in this.

2.4:
Task S: IMT2000 requirements

During the period from September 2000 until December 2000, assistance will be required for the production of the IMT200 family of harmonized standards. Document TCAM 5 (00) 34 Rev. 1 refers to this matter. 1,5 man-months have been allocated to this task.

Under 99/5/EC, Harmonised Standards are required and the Commission expects that such a Standard(s) would typically describe emission masks ensuring proper co-existence of the different members of the IMT 2000 family and that it would be aligned with similar standards outside the Community. The STF will provide support to the Technical Body as identified.

2.5:
Task T: Assessment of new harmonized standards

EP DECT has indicated a requirement for assistance with harmonized standards being prepared from new product standards. An allocation of 0,25 man-months has been allocated to this task.

2.6:
Task W: Translation of titles

ETSI have been requested by Commission Services to arrange for the titles of all harmonized standards to be presented to them in all the official languages in the form of an Access or Excel database. The STF will assemble the necessary translations of the titles of the Harmonized Standards into the languages of the European Community (translations provided by contact points within the ETSI Technical Bodies). Separate action will be required to obtain the translations in Icelandic for EFTA. It is expected that all ETSI TBs involved in the production of the standards will require this form of assistance. It is estimated that this task will require a further 0,5 man-months of STF resource.
2.7:
Task G: Additional requirements

During the period from September 2000 until December 2000, it is expected that some additional requirements will be identified in areas where the study activities are not completed. An allocation of 1 man-month has been allocated against this task, the use of which is for the R&TTE Steering Committee to determine.
