1 Reasons for proposing the Specialist Task Force (STF)
IMS is a key component of the Next-Generation Networks and IPTV has been identified as one of the first services to be merged with Voice/Data communications on IMS architecture.

Only a few basic use cases of IPTV have been defined in TISPAN Release 2. In the other hand, TISPAN Release 3 covers many new use cases and features for IPTV and the possible interactions with Voice/Data communications such as Social TV, Incoming Voice call management and notification on TV screen.

As a consequence, this update of the IMS-Based IPTV Interoperability Test Specification is a major step for this service and needs knowledge and expertise in many domains. ETSI members couldn’t individually gather all required skills for this task.
Currently, several standardization bodies and forums work on IPTV to define services as well as protocols. Moreover, different organizations have performed Interoperability Testing Sessions on IPTV. To be fully useable by the market and ETSI members, TISPAN Release 3 should be completed with up-to-date Interoperability Test Specification.
This STF work will also be linked to TC INT activities (IMS Core Network Testing) and 3GPP.
1.1 Overview of the proposal
1.1.1 Purpose of the work

This STF will update and greatly enhance ETSI TISPAN TS 186 020 (IMS-Based IPTV Interoperability Test Specification). The new test cases are linked to TISPAN Release 3, such as RACS integration and new IPTV service procedures.
1.1.2 Relation with the ETSI strategic objectives

This STF is directly related to ETSI strategic objective "Major Strategic Topics - NGN" and “Service level interconnection of IP-Based Services”.
1.1.3 Market impact, benefits to be gained

IPTV is one of the fast-growing IT services of the past years. Unfortunately, most of the deployed solutions are not standardized and all operators in the world will soon rethink their position before upgrading IPTV solutions for next generation TV (HD TV and 3D TV).
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1.1.4 Interest of ETSI Members and other stakeholders

An efficient and up-to-date Interoperability Test Specification for IMS-Based IPTV is one of the opportunities for solution providers and network operators to evaluate the different features and services.

Many ETSI members will be able to use the deliverables of this STF to compare different solutions and to provide fully interoperable IPTV platforms.

As said in §1, the scope of this update is very large and requires skills in protocols as well as in user interface. Moreover, a good knowledge of IMS architecture is also needed. ETSI members cannot individually have the required skills in a reasonable time.
In order to reach the quality level which is required for this kind of technical documentation, testing expertise is also needed. That’s why an STF is crucial for TISPAN WG6 to be able to complete this task.

Failure to agree to this STF will result in a gap between TISPAN Release 3 in IPTV domains and other IPTV specifications. The lack of a complete and up-to-date Interoperability Test Specification could also prevent ETSI to organize IPTV interoperability events in 2011. Without the availability of suitable test specifications, any IMS/NGN/IPTV interoperability testing activities will be of no technical value, and of little commercial or promotion value.
