STF 294 : Improving the quality of eEurope wideband speech applications by developing a standardised performance testing and evaluation methodology for background noise transmission

The aim of the new ETSI STF 294, under the responsibility of STQ, is to define an objective method for the quantification of background noise transmission performance.

To achieve this goal, several steps have to be reached : in particular, to define a database containing the typical and realistic transmission network scenarios and traffic patterns, to run subjective tests (for two different languages) to create references for the definition and for the validation of the new model.The results of STF 273 will also be used.

The presentation will detail the different phases of the project and will give the first progress report of this recently created STF.
